DIRECTIONS TO SUN LAKES RESORT:  
 

From Seattle: Take I-90 East to Hwy 283 North towards Ephrata.  At Soap Lake, turn North on Hwy 

17.  The resort is 17 miles north of Soap Lake.  Look for the Sun Lakes State Park sign, take right, and 

go down the hill. At the bottom, turn right into the Resort (to the left is the State Park).  Go to the 

Office/Gift Shop near the lake to sign in, get keys or campsite, and ask for your òWacap Camp 

Packetó. 

From Spokane: Take Hwy 2 West until 2 miles past Coulee City, then take Hwy 17 South 

approximately 3 miles, turn left at the Sun Lakes State Park sign, and follow the directions above.

GENERAL REMINDERS & IMPORTANT INFO . . .G 
 

WACAP PACKETS:  Are available at check-in.  These include a schedule of planned events, locations, 

descriptions, volunteer assignments, name badges for your family, and last minute updates/changes .  

A copy of the Wacap Family Directory is included with your packet (one directory per family please).  

When you register at Sun Lakes, identify yourself as a Wacap Camp family to receive your info.  Free 

maps of the resort are available on request. 

FAMILIES WITH TEENS:  Donations of water or juice are welcome and definitely needed at the 

Teen Center, Poolside #45.  Snacks provided by Wacap.  Please leave outside the door if closed.  

 PARENTS!  Please note we are planning to show some PG-13 movies outside some nights on a large 

sheet near the swimming pool.  The movies have been screened, but they may not be appropriate for 

young children.  If you do not wish your child to view the material from afar we suggest that you have 

your child play away from the Teen Center area or be engaged in an inside activity (sleeping?). 

SITES: If you want to know the sites of friends, check at the Sun Lakes office.  Remember: sites are 

assigned as registrations are received.  Some ask to be in a certain site, or next to friends, and this is 

done whenever possible.  If it doesnõt happen for you, we apologize for any inconvenience or distress!   

Sun Lakes does not give out site numbers prior to Camp arrival, as they often have to ôjuggleõ to 

accommodate the tremendous number of visitors this time of year.  We abide by their rules. 

TOY OR PRIZE DONATIONS:  If you have any clean, safe toys/other items for donation for Camp 

activities (must be child safe), please bring them to Terry or Lauraõs poolside anytime.  Thanks! 

CALLING ALL POOPER SCOOPERS: Pets are welcome, but please bring equipment to clean up after 

them.  Many children enjoy going barefoot in the grass (adults too).  Enough said! 

RECYCLING:  Grant County, which includes Sun Lakes Park Resort does not recycle, however, there is 

cardboard/aluminum recycling by the grocery store.  Plan to bring re-usable items to keep waste down! 

CHECK IN & OUT:  Please honor these times!   

For Lakesides, Duplex, Mobiles, Poolsides: Check-in is AFTER 4 p.m. most days. Check out is 11 a.m.  

For the RV Park/Campsites:  Check-in is AFTER 3 p.m. most days.  Check out is 1 p.m. 

ÚÚÚ WFC is a high-turnover event, therefore cabins are available as they are cleaned, and most 

are not available until 4 p.m.  Sun Lakes Park Resort encourages you to enjoy the park if you arrive 

early, but keys cannot be handed out until rooms are cleaned or sites checked.

           HIGHLIGHTS FOR THIS YEAR'S CAMP          

 

NOTE:  this is only a sampling of events, mainly those that require you to pack 

something extra if youõd like to participate. See schedule for all events at Camp! 
 

ALL WHEELS RODEO:  bring your childrenõs bike, wheelchair, or scooter (helmet REQUIRED) to 

participate in this fun event for ages 8 years and under! 

TOUR DE SUN LAKES:  for 9 years and up, come with your bike/or whatever wheels (helmet 

REQUIRED) ready to head off on a Rally ð kind of like a scavenger hunt on wheels!   

WACAP BOOKCLUB:  This is an adult activity!  Please bring your favorite book(s) to share, and a copy 

of this booklist will be distributed for all to peruse during the dark days of winter.  Feel free to bring 

already read books to give away or trade! 

WACAP SILENT AUCTION:  Each year we encourage each family to bring a Theme Basket, valued at 

more than $10.  Be creative ~ your imagination is the limit!  Beginning Thursday morning, take your 

basket to Sandy Lindstromõs Poolside, & label it with its approximate value.  Remember, the Auction 

will be held one-day only.

FAMILY FUN PASSES: available again this year for $25/day in the Resort Office for Thurs, Fri, & 

Sat. only. These can be used for unlimited access to rowboats, pedal boats or mini-golf. òWater 

Worksó area is not included in the Pass, & a $2 deposit is required each time a boat is taken out. 

GLOW RINGS:  Saturday night, glow rings will be handed out to adults for their children ages 2-18 

only.  Please, only 1 ring per child so we have enough for all! 

LASER LIGHT SHOW:  Not a Camp event, but an unexpected benefit!  This spectacular show over 

Grand Coulee Dam begins about 9:30 p.m. each night.  Check at the Resort Office for details. 

 

 

 
 

IMPORTANT NOTE ABOUT THE POOL: 

Parents must be INSIDE the pool area with kids under age 12 years and WATCHING them. 

This includes events that are scheduled in the pool.  No lifeguards are available. 

 

In the past, we have had near-drownings at the pool, and each time, the parent was not in the pool 

area.  Safety must come first.  Overcrowding becomes problematic, running, and diving is not 

permitted.  If your child needs flotation devices (i.e. water wings) they should not be in the deep end, 

period.
